Finances at the end of the fiscal year (June 30, 2019) were once again boosted by solid earnings in the
Endowment Fund. Under the Foundation’s investing policy, an amount from the earnings may be
transferred to operating funds at the end of each fiscal year (not to exceed 4% of the average three-year
value); a record high amount was allocated by our Finance Committee at the end of the 2018-19 FY.

Unrestricted income generated by rental events, season sponsorships, fundraising and membership
continue to be reliable. The Art of Design Home & Garden Tour, our second annual event dedicated to
architecture, interior and landscape design, took place in the spring. The event was very successful,
attracting 400 visitors to experience four unique Turlock homes. Planning is well underway for the next
in this series. We expect that these annual events will continue to grow in popularity and fundraising
capacity.

Artists from across California take an active interest in the Carnegie’s exhibition program, with a
growing number of submissions to exhibitions from artists living outside our immediate region. We
receive very positive reviews of our gallery space and the high quality of our exhibitions from artists and
visitors alike. The Carnegie continues to represent the very best of Turlock and serves as a model for
other communities.

* Art Around Town, quarterly downtown art events shared among six Downtown Turlock
business partners, continued to be successful.

EXHIBITIONS

Major undertakings for the year included My Hero! Contemporary Art & Superhero Action. This
traveling exhibition had been on a nationwide tour, and the Carnegie benefitted from the curatorial
work of the Bedford Gallery in Walnut Creek, CA. This was the largest exhibition we have mounted to
date — with more 100 paintings, prints, sculptures, and photographs to display. The show generated
enthusiastic reviews from all who experienced it, including I,124 students from area schools. The
popularity of the superhero theme drew in new audiences and opened up marketing options in new
places (like Turlock Comic Con).

The major exhibition in the spring was a juried exhibition of pastel works by artists from throughout the
United States. The exhibition provided another opportunity in the season to deliver education to field
trip groups. Exhibitions of works by regional artists in both the Ferrari and Lobby Galleries, and our
annual show of art created by local children, rounded out the schedule.

FIELD TRIPS

The DiscoverArt Field Trip program continues to be a major success and an integral part of building arts
education in the region. Field trips were provided to classes in grades K-12, tailored for specific
exhibitions and grade levels. The gallery experience is coupled with studio art lessons, reinforcing artistic
concepts as well as introducing themes in other disciplines that open opportunities for teachers to
continue the discussions in their classrooms. Lessons included depicting space in landscapes using pastels
for students visiting The Fine Art of Pastels exhibition in the spring. All students from Ceres Unified
School District 3" grade participated in field trips in April-May.

The students who attended the My Hero! exhibition in the fall learned about the use of heroes in
different cultures, especially in the U.S. as comic books became popular during the depression and
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WWII. They experimented with the compositional elements of line and color to create
movement/action in their superhero artwork.

In addition to gallery-based experiences, we continue to expand our performing arts field trips working
with the LightBox Theatre Company. Two plays based on children’s stories were presented in 2019, and
multiple performances of each were presented specifically for school audiences in grades K-8. Each of
the students attending received a copy of the book featured in the play (purchased with funds donated
to LightBox Theatre Company).

CLASSES

Class enrollment continues to increase. Marketing efforts with paid advertising and on free social media
platforms proved successful. We added a new music class for babies and toddlers to the schedule in the
Fall which generated good enrollment, although the pre-school art classes introduced in the Summer
and Fall did not fare as well. Finding qualified, committed teachers remains a top priority. Donations to
the Justin Ferrari Youth Arts Fund, called “Express Yourself)’ allow us to offer 65-85% tuition
reductions to qualifying students. Students applied for and received more than $2,500 in tuition
assistance for 41 classes.

The Carnegie Arts Center enjoys broad-based community support. At the end of 2019 we had 524
members contributing at all levels, from $40 Senior Memberships to $1,000 Circle Memberships. 46%
have been members since the start of the membership program in 201 1. Carnegie Art Club for Kids was
launched in 2016, now with 12 members under the age of 12. At the end of 2019 the decision was made
to change the DUAL level membership to a FAMILY membership, including two adults plus their
children under 18. The family audience is a target market for the Carnegie, and by changing from a dual
to a family definition it is hoped that more new members will be attracted to join.
